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1. Further to the circulation of the questionnaire (State letter
EC 9/14.5/6.25-0469 of 17 May 2005) to collect statistics concerning aircraft with a
maximum mass of 2 250 Kg for the year 2004, the Secretariat has prepared a compilation
of accident statistics for that year with a comparison with the years 2002 and 2003.

2. The Secretariat has received 30 replies from which 29 have been
compiled in the Appendix. In addition, the different codes which have been used for the
compilation are described in the same Appendix.

3. The compilation of data is reported in the following Attachments:

a) Accidents and their consequences: data from Form A are presented per aircraft
type (i.e. aeroplanes, helicopters and gliders) in Attachment 1;

b) Accidents per flight phase: data from Form B.1 are presented per aircraft type in
Attachment 2;

c¢) Casualties per flight phase: data from Form B.2 are presented per aircraft type in
Attachment 3;

d) Causal factors: data from Form C are reproduced in Attachment 4; and

e) Remarks/Deviations which have been reported by Member States are reported in
Attachment 5.

4. Some replies do not report data concerning movements, hours flown in
Form A. In some cases, figures reported (total accidents, total casualties) in form A are not
always consistent with the corresponding entries in forms B1 and B2.
